COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course seeks to put the Second World War into the context of world and military
history, with a special emphasis on U.S. participation and the campaigns of the European & Pacific
Theatres of war. Topics covered include the economic and political causes of the war; military
weaponry and doctrine and their development throughout the war; social and cultural implications;
significant air, sea, and land campaigns of the war; the aftermath and consequences of the war; and
perspectives on the meaning and place of World War II in history and in our lives today.

At the completion of one term .33 credits are earned.
